This includes looking at how racism and 
discrimination work internally. The aim is to develop strategies together to strengthen ourselves and to 
explore how we can resist racism. During the seminar, methods from the anti-bias approach are used, 
which deals with different forms of discrimination and intersectionality (multiple discrimination). Our 
trainers are sensitive and experienced in dealing with intersectional experiences of racism. They will 
support you in raising your voice and experiencing empowerment. The seminar is organized in cooper-
ation with the Bildungsstelle Nord in Hamburg. Some of the seminar participants are BIPoC (Black 
Indigenous People of Colour) living in Germany, and some are non-white or BIPoC scholarship hold-
ers.
